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The audiled standalone tinancial results 1oy the quarter and year ended 31 March 2021 were reviewed by the Audit Committee and
approved by lhe Board of Directars of the Company (‘Board) at their meetings heid on 17 June 2021.

The figures of the last quarter are the bzlanging figures between audited figures in respect of the full firancial year and published year
to date figures upta the third quarter of the relevant financial years. which were subjected to limited review by the statutery auditors.

These standalone results have been prepared in accordance with the indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) prescribed under Section
133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with the relevant rules issued thereunder and other accounting principles generally accepted in
India and guidelines issued by the Securities and Exchange Board ol india.

The accompanying financial results for the guarter and year ended 31 March 2021 have been prepared considering the impact of Covid-
18 using the relevant internal and external information available to the Company. The outbreak of Covid-19 and the measuras to cudtail
it, had an impact on the Company's operations. The management, an the basis of estimates and other assumptions including sensitivity
analysis, has assessed that the Covid-19 has no impact on the recoverability of any of its assats, As the outbreak continues to evolve,
the Company shall closely monitor material changes, if any, o future economic conditions,

in Augus! 2018, the Board had approved a Scheme of Capilal Reduction (Scheme) in compliance with the relevant provisions of the
Act. Pursuant to the sald scheme equity shares aggregating to 8,947,020 and 2.800,000 then held by Nav Energy Privale Limiled and
Nava Bharat Veniures Employess Wellare Trusl, respectively were proposed to be cancelled upor obtaining requisite regulatory
approvals. As the Company has obtained all the reqguisite regulatory approvais, including an order of the Honourable NCLT, Hyderabad
Bench vide their order dated January 2021, the scheme was given effect to in the standalone financial resulis by way of adjusiments to
the balance in equity share capital, treasury shares and general reserves 1o the tune of ¥254,94 Jakhs, ¥2,745.67 lakhs and ¥2,480.73
lakhs, respectively.

Pursuani to a resclution by the Board of Directers at their meeting hald on 2 March 2020, the Company ceased its sugar manufaciuring
activilies and had classified the sugar division as an asset held for sale in accordance with the principles laid down under Ind-AS 105
Non-current assets held for sale and discontinued cperations. The details of income and expenses relaling to the aforesaid
discontinued sugar division is as follows:

Pursuant lo developmenis during the quarter ended 30 Seplernber 2020, in respect of an on-going litigation with the concerned Power
Utility of the State of Odisha, Management is of the view that the ultimate outcome of the malter, being a contingent liability in the
earlier periods, is fikely to be setlled between the Parties. Based on advice from in-house legal counsel, a sum of ¥2 441.53 lakhs and
%91.25 lakhs has been assessed and provided lor as an expense during the guarters ended 30 September 2020 and 31 March 2021
respectively and for the year ended 31 March 2021, as a probable aggregate obligation towards the disputed charges on consumption
in eariier vears. In view of the materiality of amount involved, and considering the non-recurring nature of the cbligation, the expenditure
has been presented as an exceptional item in these audited standalone financial resuits.

On the basis of an advice from the independent Goods and Setvices Tax (GST) expert. and management's assessment regarding
recoverability of cess expensed off In the statement of profit and loss in the previous years, management had lodged a claim of
¥2,649.26 lakhs with the GST autharities during the year ended 31 March 2020. During lhe quarter ended 30 September 2020, the GST
autharities assessed and acknowledged the claim, and authorised refund of the atoresaid amount. However, in view of the materiality of
amount Invelved, and considering the non-recurring nature of the operaling income, these amcunts have been presented as an
exceptional income in lhe audiled standalone financial results.
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During February 2021, the Company received a demand notice from the Northern Power Distribution Company of Telangana Limited
(TSNPDCL) tor an ameunt of ¥22,717.00 lakhs in connection with the levy of grid support charges, including interest, on the Company's
Paloncha Warks, Telangana for the financial years beginning 1 April 2001 and unlil the year ended 31 March 2008. The management
has submitted its response te TSNPDCL contesling the said demand inter alia that the captive consumption is for production of Femro
Allcys which Industry Is entitied to a specific single part energy tariff without any demand charges and so the grid support charges,
derived out of applicable demand crarge in the tariff category, ought to ke nil and that interest demand does not arise being
unsupported by basic demand and In the absence of any contract thereof, aside from the demand suffering from apparent calculation
errors, However TSNPOCL persisted with the demand again without furnishing any further infarmation and without disposing the
Company's representation properly, threatening disconnection of service. The Company has again sought supporting calculations
without prejudice to its right of nil grid support charges kased on captive consumption for Ferro Alloys and is also contemplating te
counter the said demand in the court of law. Pending clarifications and response from TSNPDCL, and/ or legal outcome, management
has not made any provision in the standalene financial resulls in respect of this matter.

In accordance with the relevant provisions of the Act, in February 2021 the Board had approved buy-back of fully paid-up equity shares
for an aggregate sum not exceeding ¥15,000.00 lakhs. As at 31 March 2021 the Gompany bought back 15,548,172 equity shares, and
the purchase price was adjusted against the equity share capilal and securities premium to the extent ot 2310.96 lakhs and 13,084,13
lakhs, respectively. Further, the number of equity shares considered for compulation of Basic and Diluted EPES for the guarter and
year ended 31 March 2021 has been adjusted 1o this effect.

Independent Auditor’s Report on Consolidated Annual Financial Results of the Company Pursuant to the

Opinion

We have audited the accompanying consolidated annual financial results (‘the Statement’) of Nava Bharat Ventures
Limited (‘the Holding Company’) and its subsidiaries (the Holding Company and its subsidiaties together referred to as
‘the Group’), for the year ended 31 March 2021, attached herewith, being submitted by the Holding Company pursuant
to the requirements of Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015
(as amended) (Listing Regulations’), including relevant circulars issued by the SEBI from time to time.

. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us and based on the
consideration of the reports of other auditors on separate audited financial statements of the subsidiaries, as referred to
in paragraph 13(1) below, the Statement:

(1) includes the annual finandal results of the entities listed in Annexure 1;

(i) presents finandial results in accordance with the requirements of Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations,and

(iif) gives a true and fair view in conformity with the applicable Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS’) prescribed under
Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (‘the Act’), read with relevant rules issued thereunder, and other accounting

principles generally accepted in India, of the consolidated net profit after tax and other comprehensive income and
other financial information of the Group, for the year ended 31 March 2021.

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Basis for Opinion

3. We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (‘SAs”) specified under section 143(10) of the
Act. Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of
the Statement section of our report. We are independent of the Group, in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by
the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (‘the ICAT’) together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to
our audit of the financial statements under the provisions of the Act, and the rules thereunder, and we have fulfilled our
other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the Code of Ethics. We believe that the audit
evidence obtained by us and that obtained by the other auditors in terms of their repotts referred to in paragraph 13(i)
of the Other Matter section below, is sufficient and approptiate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matters
4. We draw attention to:

a. note 4 to the accompanying consolidated financial results of the Holding Company, which describes the
uncertainty related to the outcome of the lawsuit filed by and against a subsidiary Company, Brahmani
Infratech Prvate Limited. Pending final outcome of the aforesaid matter, which is presently unascertainable,
the Holding Company have considered this matter as contingent Hability/asset and have not recorded any
adjustment in the audited consolidated financial results.

b. note 5 to the accompanying consolidated financial results of the Holding Company, which describes the
uncertainty related to the outcome of proceedings pending against a subsidiary Company, Nava Bharat
Projects Limited, regarding the attachment of the equity shares invested in by such subsidiaty company in a
step-down subsidiary company, Nava Bharat Energy India Limited. Pending final outcome of the aforesaid
matter, which is presently unascertainable, no adjustments have been recorded in the audited consolidated
financial results.

¢. note 6 to the accompanying consolidated financial results of the Holding Company which desctibes the
uncertainty in relation to recoverability of the trade and other receivables amounting to ¥317,639.26 lakhs (31
March 2020: R207,923.36 lakhs) due from a customer of Maamba Colliedes Limited, a step-down subsidiary
of the Holding Company as at 31 March 2021 which ate substantially overdue. These amounts have been
considered as good and realisable by management on the basis of their assessment of the status of discussions
and follow up with the customer, the sovereign guarantee issued by the Government of Zambia for such
receivables and the undetgoing arbitration proceedings. Accordingly no further adjustments have been
considered necessary in the audited consolidated financial results in this regard.

d. note 10 to the accompanying consolidated financial results of the Holding Company, which desctibes the
uncertainties due to the outbreak of Covid-19 pandemic and management’s evaluation of its impact on the
operations of Nava Bharat Energy India Limited, a subsidiary of the Holding Company, and accompanying
financial statements as at the balance sheet date the extent of which is significantly dependent on future
developments as they evolve.

e. note 17 to the accompanying consolidated financial results of the Holding Company, in connection with a
breach of “events of default” clause of a loan arrangement by Maamba Collieres Limited (MCL), a step-down
subsidiary, owing to default in repayment of loan instalments and delay in payment of interest thereon as
detailed in the said note. These defaults provide the lenders the ability to demand repayment of the balance
loans in full which could have a significant impact on the current ratios of MCL. Further, the lenders of MCL
have not provided a waiver of this afotesaid matetial breach in writing. Management of MCL has continued
to classify the loans in accordance with their repayment schedule agreed with the lenders for reasons
mentioned in note 17. This matter has been reported as a materal uncertainty relating to going concern of

MCL by their Auditor’s vide their audit report dated 4 May 2021.
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Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Statement

The Statement, which is the responsibility of the Holding Company’s management and has been approved by the
Holding Company's Board of Directors, has been prepared on the basis of the consolidated annual audited finandial
statements. The Holding Company’s Board of Directors is responsible for the preparation and presentation of the
Statement that gives a true and fair view of the consolidated net profit after tax and other comprehensive income, and
other financial information of the Group in accordance with the accounting principles generally accepted in India,
including the Ind AS prescribed under section 133 of the Act, read with relevant rules issued thereunder and other
accounting principles generally accepted in India and in compliance with Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations. The
Holding Company’s Board of Directors is also tesponsible for ensuting accuracy of records including financial
information considered necessary for the preparation of the Statement. Further, in terms of the provisions of the Act,
the respective Board of Directors of the companies included in the Group, covered under the Act, are responsible for
maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance with the provisions of the Act, for safeguarding of the assets
of the Company, and for preventing and detecting frauds and other irregularities; selection and application of appropriate
accounting policies; making judgments and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and design, implementation and
maintenance of adequate internal financial controls, that were operating effectively, for ensuring the accuracy and
completeness of the accounting records, relevant to the preparation and presentation of the financial results, that give a
true and fair view and are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. These financial results have
been used for the purpose of preparation of the Statement by the Directors of the Holding Company, as aforesaid.

In preparing the Statement, the respective Board of Directors of the companies included in the Group are responsible
for assessing the ability of the Group, to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going
concern and using the going concern basis of accounting, unless the tespective Board of Directors either intends to
liquidate the Group or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

The respective Board of Directors of the companies included in the Group, ate responsible for overseeing the financial
reporting process of the companies included in the Group.

Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Statement

Qur objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the Statement as a whole is free from materal
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinion. Reasonable
assurance is a high level of assurance but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with Standards on
Auditing, specified under section 143(10) of the Act, will always detect a material misstatement, when it exists.
Misstatements can adse from fraud or error, and are considered material if, individually, or in the aggregate, they could
reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on the basis of this Statement.

As part of an audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing, we exercise professional judgment and maintain
professional skepticism throughout the audit. We also:

e Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the Statement, whether due to fraud or error, design and
perform audit procedures responsive to those rsks, and obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to
provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher
than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions,
misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

e Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit procedures that are
appropriate in the citcumstances. Under section 143(3) (i) of the Act, we are also responsible for expressing our
opinion on whether the Holding Company and the subsidiary companies covered under the act has adequate
internal financial controls with reference to financial statements in place and the operating effectiveness of such
controls.

e Hvaluate the approptiateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates and
related disclosures made by the management.
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* Conclude on the appropriateness of management’s use of the going concern basis of accounting and, based on the
audit evidence obtained, whether a material uncertainty exists related to events or conditions that may cast
significant doubt on the ability of the Group, to continue as a going concern. If we conclude that a material
uncertainty exists, we are required to draw attention in our zuditor’s report to the related disclosures in the
Statement or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to modify our opinion. Our conclusions are based on the audit
evidence obtained up to the date of our auditot’s report. However, future events or conditions may cause the
Group to cease to continue as a going concetn.

e Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the Statement, including the disclosures, and whether
the Statement represents the underlying transactions and events in a manner that achieves fair presentation.

¢ Obtain sufficient appropriate audit evidence regarding the financial statements of the entities within the Group, to
express an opinion on the Statement. We are responsible for the direction, supervision and performance of the
audit of financial statements of such entities included in the Statement, of which we are the independent auditors.
For the other entities included in the Statement, which have been audited by the other auditors, such other auditors
remain responsible for the direction, supervision and performance of the audits carried out by them. We remain
solely responsible for our audit opinion.

We communicate with those charged with governance of the Holding Company and such other entities included in the
Statement, of which we are the independent auditors, regarding, among other matters, the planned scope and timing of
the audit and significant audit findings, including any significant deficiencies in internal control that we identify during

our audit.

We also provide those charged with govemance with a statement that we have complied with relevant ethical
requirements regarding independence, and to communicate with them all relationships and other matters that may
reasonably be thought to bear on our independence, and where applicable, related safeguards.

We also performed procedures in accordance with SEBI Circular CIR/CFD/CMD1/44/2019 dated 29 March 2019,
issued by the SEBI under Regulation 33 (8) of the Listing Regulations, to the extent applicable.

Other Matters

(i) We did not audit the annual financial statements of eleven subsidiaries included in the Statement, whose financial
information reflects total assets of £891,043.38 lakhs as at 31 March 2021, total revenues of T207,123.60 lakhs, total net
profit after tax of ¥36,359.21 lakhs, total comprehensive income of ¥35,927.95 lakhs, and cash flows (net) of 34,234.66
lakhs for the year ended on that date, as considered in the Statement. These annual financial statements have been
audited by other auditors whose audit reports have been furnished to us by the management, and our opinion in so far
as it relates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of these subsidiaries is based solely on the audit reports
of such other auditors, and the procedures performed by us as stated in paragraph 12 above.

Further, all of these subsidiaries, are located outside India, whose annual finandal statements have been prepared in
accordance with accounting principles genetally accepted in their respective countries, and which have been audited by
other auditors under International Standards on Auditing and auditing standards applicable in their respective countues.
The Holding Company’s management has converted the financial statements of such subsidiaries from accounting
principles generally accepted in their respective countties to accounting principles generally accepted in India. We have
audited these conversion adjustments made by the Holding Company’s management. Our opinion, in so far as it relates
to the balances and affairs of these subsidiaries, is based on the audit teport of other auditors and the conversion
adjustments prepared by the management of the Holding Company and audited by us.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter with respect to our reliance on the work done by and the reports
of the other auditors.
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(i) The Statement includes the annual finandal information of one subsidiaty and the separate annual financial
statements of the entities included in the Group, include the annual financial information of one branch which have not
been reviewed/audited, whose annual financial information reflect total assets of £7.86 lakhs as at 31 March 2021, total
revenues of X 10.79 lakhs, total net loss after tax of ¥19.37 lakhs, total comprehensive loss of ¥18.94 lakhs for the year
ended 31 March 2021, and cash outflows (net) of ¥18.94 lakhs fot the year then ended, as considered in the Statement/as
considered in the respective audited separate annual financial statements of the entities included in the Group. These
financial information have been furnished to us by the Holding Company’s management. Our opinion, in so far as it
relates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of aforesaid subsidiary and branch is based solely on such
unaudited finandal information. In our opinion, and according to the information and explanations given to us by the
management, these financial information are not material to the Group.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter with respect to our reliance on the information certified by the
Board of Directors.

14. The Statement includes the consolidated financial results for the quarter ended 31 March 2021, being the balancing
figures between the audited consolidated figures in respect of the full financial year and the published unaudited year-
to-date consolidated figutes up to the third quarter of the current finandial yeat, which were subject to limited review by
us.

The audited consclidated financial results for the quarter and year ended 31 March 2021 were reviewed by the Audit Committee and approved by
the Board of Directors at their meefings held on 17 June 2021.

The figures of the last quarter are the balancing figures belween audited figures in respect of the full financial year and published year to date
figures upto the third quarter of the relevant financial years, wiich were subjected to limited review by the statutory audilors.

These audited consolidated financial results have been prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards (ind AS) prescrived under
Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with the relevant rules issued thereunder and other accounting principles generally accepted in
India and guidelines issued by the Securilies and Excrange Board of India.

Brahmani infratech Private Limited (BIPL), a subsidiary of the Halding Company is a defendant in & praceedings against a claim lodged by Manitri

-Technology Parks Private Limited (MTPPL) regarding disputes, claims and counter claim in relation lo the development agreement between BIPL

and MTPPL, being a co-developer of a project. The matter is currently sub-judice with the Hanourable High Count of Telangana. However, the
management on the basis of its internal assessment of the case and basis an opinion received from an independent legal advisor, is confident of
a positive outcome in favour of BIPL and accordingly, no adjustments are deemed necessary to these audited consolidated financial resuits in
this regard.

Nava Bharat Projects Limited (NBPL), a subsidiary of the Holding Company, had set up a joint venture for selting up of a power plant, and it had
then obtained various key clearances including coa: finkage from Mahanadi Cozlfields Limited along with alloiment of a captive coal block.
However, due fo certain developments, the interest in the said joint venture was transferred for a consideration of Z14,800.00 lakhs, net of iax,
and the enlire proceeds from such sale being invested in the equity shares of Nava Bharat Energy India Limited {NBEIL). Subsequently, based
on the findings of investigation agencies, it was alleged (hat the aforesaid joint venture entity had made misrepresentations regarding allocation of
coal block. Accordingly, necessary proceedings were iniffaled against the joint venture by the Enforcement Direclorale (ED), Government of
India. Further, the ED has aftached the entire equily shares held by NBPL in NBEIL. Management, on the basis of its Interna! assessment of the
facts of the case, is of the view that the charges alieged and levied by the authorities are not tenable in faw, and is confident of resalving the case
in favour of the NBPL. The matter is currently sub-judice with the Special Court of Central Bureau of investigation and there have been no further
developrnents on the same during the quarter and year ended 21 March 2021,

Non-current trade receivables, and current trade recelvables as at 31 March 2021 include receivables amounting to F317,639.26 lakhs {31 March
2020: T207,923.36 lakhs) representing dues from 2 customer against sale of power and interest on defayed payments. Though there have been
significant delays in realization, however, these receivabies have been considered good and recoverable in full by the management on the basis
of specific acknowledgement of the entire outstanding dues by the customer, and also in view of the dues being secured by way of a sovereign
quaraniee issued by the Government of Zambia. Further, in accordance with the terms of arrangement with the said customer, during the quarter
ended 30 Seplember 2020, management has initiated necessary arbitration proceedings in relation to realisability of these long outstanding dues.
Taking cognizance of delays in collection of dues from the customer, management, has recognized allowances for credit losses in these
consolidated financial results.

The other comprehensive income includes foreign currency franslation gain/{loss) on conversion of the financial information of the overseas
subsidiaries of the Greup from their functional currencies to Indian Rupee, fo the tune of the following:

in August 2018, the Board of Directors of the Holding Company had approved a Scheme of Capital Reduction (Scheme) in compliance with the
relevant provisions of the Act. Pursuant to the said scheme equity shares of the Holding Company aggregating to 8,947,020 and 2,800,000 then
held by Nav Energy Private Limited and Nava Bharat Ventures Employees Welfare Trust, respectively were proposed to be cancelled upon
obtalning requisite regulatory approvals. As the Holding Company has chtained all the requisite regulatory approvals, including an order of the
Honourabla NCLT, Hyderabad Bench vide their order dated January 2021, the scheme was given effect to in the consclidated financial results by
way of adjustments to the balance in equity share capital, treasury shares and general reserves to the tune of 2254.94 |akhs, T2,745.67 lakhs
and ¥2,490.73 lakhs, respectively.

using the relevant internal and extemal information available to the Group. The cutbreak of Covid-19 and the measurss to curtall it has caused
significant impact on the operations of the Group and the overall economic environment owing to scaling down, suspending the praduction of
ferro alloys due to supply chain constraints, shortege of workforce and lack of demand for electricity in India, The operations of the Group atits
facilities has however been resumed during May 2020 pursuant to the receipt of necessary approvals from the concerned authorities. The
management, on the basis of its judgements, estimates and other assumptions including sensitivity analysis, is confident of fully recovering the
carrying amount of receivables, investments and oher assets. As the outbreak continues to evoive, the Group shall closely monitor any material
changes to future economic conditions.

Pursuant to a resolufion by the Board of Directars of the Holding Company at their meeting held on 2 March 2020, the Holding Company ceased
its sugar manufacturing activities and had classified the sugar division as an asset held for sale in accordance with the principles {aid down under
Ind-AS 105 Non-current assets held for sale and discontinued operalions. The details of income and expenses relating to the aforesaid
discontinued sugar division is as follows:

Pursuant to developments in the quarter ended 30 September 2020, In respect of an on-gaing litigation with the concerned Power Utility of the
State of Qdisha, Management of the Holding Company is of the view that the ultimate outcome of the matter, being a contingent fability in the
earlier periods, is likely to be settled between the Parties. Based on advice from in-house legal counsel, 3 sum of ¥2,441.53 lakhs and ¥81.25
lakhs has been assessed and provided for as an expense during the quarter ended 30 September 2020 and 31 March 2021 respectively and for
the year ended 31 March 2021, as a probable aggregate obligation towards the disputed charges on consumption in earlier years. In view of the
materiality of amount involved, and considering the non-recurring nature of the obligation, the expenditure has been presented as an excepticnal
item in these audited consolidated financial results.

On the basis of an advice from the independent Goods and Services Tax (GST) expert, and Holding Company's management's assessment
regarding recoverabllity of cess expensed off in the statement of profit and loss in the previous years, management had lodged 2 claim of
¥2,649.26 lakhs with the GST authorities during the year ended 31 March 2020. During the quarter ended 30 September 2020, the GST
authorities assessed and acknowledged the claim, and authorised refund of the aforesaid amount. However, in view of the materizlity of amount
involved, and considering the non-recuring nature of the operating income, these amounits have been presented as an exceptional income in the
audited consolidated financial resulls.

In accordance with the reievant provisions of the Act, in February 2021 the Board of Directors of the Holding Company had approved buy-back of
fully paid-up equity shares for an aggregate sum not exceeding Z15,000.00 lakhs. As at 31 March 2021, the Holding Company bought back
15,548,172 equity shares, and the purchase price vias adjusted against the equity share capital and securities premium to the extent of ¥310.96
lakhs and ¥13,094.13 lakhs, respectively. Furiher, the number of eguily shares considered for computation of Basic and Diluted EPES for the
guarter and year ended 31 March 2021 has been adjusted to this effect.

During February 2021, the Company received a demand notice from the Northern Power Distribution Company of Telangana Limited (TSNPDCL)
for an amount of ¥22,717.00 lakhs In connection with the levy of gtid support charges, including interest, on the Company's Paloncha Works,
Telangana for the financial years beginning 1 April 2001 and until the year ended 31 March 2008. The management has submitted its response tc
TSNPDCL contesting the said demand inter zlia that the captive consumption is for production of Ferro Alloys which industry is entitled to a
specific single part energy tariff without any demard charges and so the grid support charges, derived out of applicable demand charge in the
tariff category, ought to be nil and that interest demand does not arise being unsupported by basic demand and in the absence of any coniract
thereof, aside from the demand suffering from apparent calculation emors, However TSNPDCL persisted with the demand again without
fumishing any further information and without disposing the Company's representation properly, threatening disconnection of service. The
Company has again sought supporting calculations without prejudice to its right of nil grid support charges based on captive consumption for
Ferro Alloys and is also contemplating to counter the said demand in the court of law. Pending clarifications and response from TSNPDCL, and/
or legal cutcome, management has not made any provision in the consclidated financial results in respect of this matter.

management has continued o classify these loans in accordance with the repayment scheduled agreed with the lenders. Further, taking
cognisance of the said facts, management and Board of Direclors of MCL are confident of its ability to continue as a going concern for a
foreseeabie future and fo generate sufficient funds to discharge its fiabililies as and when they fail due.
